Gretchen because she was so viva-
cious in her personality,” her mom
said.

After lunch, Dater Principal
Michael Gratale unveiled a plaque
for the art room which read, “The
Gretchen J. Dater Art Room.
Great Granddaughter of John Y.
Dater. Celebrating Her Dream for
ART and LIFE.”

Gratale said that one of
Gretchen’s paintings would be
permanently displayed in the
library.

During the ceremony, Joan
announced that this year, the
foundation established in
Gretchen’s memory would give a
$2,000 scholarship to a Ramsey
High School senior planning to
major in art.

“We’re giving life from life,” Joan
said.
